Mandatory Requirements

Camp must send at least one camp member in good standing as a delegate to the
Annual Convention of the Virginia Division of the Sons of Confederate Veterans.

Camp must be in good standing with the Virginia Division and the National Organization
of the Sons of Confederate Veterans.

Elective Requirements (at least 5 are necessary)

Camp must have increased its net membership by two new members over the number of
members credited to that camp by the records of the Adjutant of the Virginia Division since the
last annual convention.

Effect placement of at least two Veterans Administration supplied grave markers to mark the
graves of Confederate Soldiers who lay in unmarked graves. List names of Confederate Soldiers,
date and location of VA markers placed:

Host at least one grave marking dedication service to honor a deceased Confederate Soldier. List
name(s) of Confederate Soldier(s), date and location of grave marking dedication.

Donate no less than $100.00 for the purpose of the marking of a grave of a Confederate Soldier
at any cemetery or burial site in Virginia. List donation amount, date, name of Confederate
Soldier(s) and location of cemetery in Virginia.

Participate in at least one living history educational program in a public or private school in
Virginia. Provide the name of the school in Virginia the date, and the topic of the program.

Provide a color guard or honor guard for any event that honors the memory of the Confederacy
or any Confederate Soldier, Sailor, Marine, or official of the government of the Confederate
States of America. List the events & dates below (add pages if necessary).




Participate in a recruitment activity for the Sons of Confederate Veterans at any state fair,
county fair, or community event. Such recruitment must include the National organization, the
Virginia Division, and a local camp. List the name of the event, the date and the number of camp
members who participated (add pages if necessary).

Publish and distribute a monthly Camp Newsletter to members of your camp. List the name of
the camp newsletter and attach a copy of a current issue.
